Descriptions of the 10 scenarios in the Ohio steel 2 package.  “Moving Around Some Metal”
PT.1  Chemicals on tap
A fairly simple job this afternoon.  Switch some empty tanks with a few loads.  The mill area requires some chemicals for equipment cleaning and various other tasks.
PT.2  Empty stock for the finished products.
Once you drop the coil cars Dover yard has some hoppers to be delivered.  A few more small deliveries make a big difference in the days work.
PT.3  18 double over...
To start you off this morning I have a small job to do at the Eaton facility.  Collect some box cars and hoppers and haul them to the interchange.
PT.4  Internal affairs...
Your first set of tasks in the mill area itself.  A few different loads and empties need to be moved this afternoon.  Keep your eyes open as this can be a very busy area.  
PT.5  An early start.
After running all night you have about an hour left before you reach the crew change.  It has been raining a lot in the area so keep a close eye on the signals and track conditions.
PT.6  Winter work out...
An early evening run in the middle of the winter.  Drop a few cars in the Dover yard before moving on to Massillon.  Keep your heat on in the cab for this one.
PT.7  Coal order
Take a few coal loads to one of the rolling mills and return some empties for the class 1 to pick up.  A few coil loads and some scrap also need to get ready to leave the area.
PT.8  One last run
A last freight run for the F series before these machines are retired.  Take a loaded manifest from the Massillon interchange tracks to a re crew on the far side of Dover.  These engines will be set out for storage after this run is done.  They may get used for tourist service in the near future.
PT.9  Down to Dover
The yard switcher is needed in Dover.  The best way to get it to them is to hitch a ride with a service going that way.  Hop on the end of an empty hopper train headed for Dover yard.  You will have more work to do when you arrive.
PT10 Working in Dover
A few cars need to be moved around the Dover mill tracks.  Two of the mills also have products ready to take to the outbound tracks to be sent to local industries.
